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 GUIDANCE 
Upon entry into the high school, a student will be 
assigned to a guidance counselor who will assist 
him/her throughout high school. Counselors are 
here to answer your questions and to ease your 
concerns about your life and studies at Deer Park 
High School and to assist you in making plans for 
the future. The guidance counselors are a rich 
source of information on every aspect of career 
opportunities, visitations of colleges and vocational 
schools, admissions, news of scholarships, test 
dates, applications for financial aid, etc. Students 
and parents are encouraged to get to know their 
guidance counselor. The partnership you establish 
with your counselor will help ensure open lines of 
communication and success throughout high 
school. 

 
HIGH SCHOOL ATTENDANCE  

The Board of Education desires to work closely 
with parents and guardians to ensure regular at-
tendance of all students. The school staff will dis-
cuss the importance of school attendance and of-
fer assistance to parents and guardians of stu-
dents who are excessively absent. Please consult 
the Deer Park High School Student Handbook to 
review the District Attendance Policy. The hand-
book will explain: procedures, class participation 
as it relates to the attendance policy, and discipli-
nary consequences. There will be an annual re-
view of this policy to make updates and revisions, 
as needed. 
 

PROGRAM LEVELS  
REGENTS (R) Designed to meet the needs of 
those students who can follow the regular New 
York State Education Department Syllabus, the 
Regents Program requires a Regents examination 
at the completion of specific courses. 
 
HONORS (H) Honors programs are open to se-
lected students. These courses cover the required 
content for the respective grades with in-depth ex-
ploration and enrichment.  Students will study addi-
tional areas of personal interest or areas sug-
gested by their teachers, evolving from expansion 
of the existing curricula. 
 
 
 
 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) Advanced Place-
ment courses offer students an opportunity to take 
a course taught on a college level. Both enrichment 
and college credit are available to the dedicated 
student. Intensive classroom work and independent 
study and research are an integral part of the pro-
gram. The cost of taking AP Examinations is ab-
sorbed by the student. The examination is adminis-
tered by the College Entrance Examination Board 
and a five-point college level scale is used. Accord-
ing to the College Entrance Examination Board 
publication, over 1,000 colleges and universities will 
grant advanced placement credit to candidates who 
have composite grades of 4 or 5. Students enrolled 
in an Advanced Placement course must sit for the 
A.P. exam. A.P. examinations must  be taken to 
receive the weighting for student grade point aver-
age purposes and to receive A.P. credit from their 
college/university. 
 

GRADING 
The grade point average is the average of all final 
grades, including summer school, earned by a stu-
dent by September of senior year. A half-year 
course has half the value of a one-credit course. All 
credit bearing courses are counted. Grades of P or 
F are not counted. Students who repeat a failed 
course have the higher grade entered once, but do 
not earn an additional unit of credit. 
 

WEIGHTING 
The final grade in all courses as they appear on the 
transcript are unweighted. At the completion of the 
eleventh grade year, a weighted grade point aver-
age (GPA) is determined for each student. The 
weighted GPA is calculated by multiplying the final 
grade for each course by the appropriate course 
credit and weighting factor and then averaging the 
resulting grades. The weighting system is as fol-
lows:

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 GUIDANCE 
HONOR ROLL/HIGH HONOR ROLL  

 
SILVER HONOR ROLL - A student will be eligible 
for the Honor Roll if the student achieves a mini-
mum un-weighted average of 85. 
 
GOLD HONOR ROLL - A student will be eligible 
for the High Honor Roll if the student achieves a 
minimum un-weighted average of 95. 

 
CLASS RANK  

Class rank is a number assigned to seniors in the 
fall semester reflecting their academic standing in 
the class. This number (1 for the highest, etc.) is 
based on their weighted (see weighting) average 
of all high school credited courses taken through 
the summer of the junior year (excluding inde-
pendent study and pass/fail courses). The 
weighted average is based upon the quality point 
average of the courses taken by the student. To 
arrive at this average, the final grade is multiplied 
by an arithmetic factor that is based on the aca-
demic difficulty of the course. All seniors (students 
with > 15 credits) who have been at DPHS three 
full years prior to the start of twelfth grade are in-
cluded in the ranking. 

 
REPEAT REGENTS EXAM GRADES  

By state regulation, a student is entitled to repeat 
any Regents exam in order to raise his/her exami-
nation grade.  
 
If a student retakes a Regents exam, only the 
higher score will be reported on the transcript. The 
new Regents exam grade WILL NOT affect the 
course grade. In order to change a failing course 
grade, the course, itself, must be repeated. 
 

EARNING A DIPLOMA WITH HONORS  
Students may earn a Regents Diploma with Hon-
ors or a Regents Diploma with Advanced Designa-
tion with Honors by achieving an average of 90 
percent or higher in all Regents Examinations, or 
their equivalent, required for the Diploma. Aver-
ages below 90.0 percent shall not be rounded up-
ward to 90 percent. 

COURSE SELECTION & 
SCHEDULING POLICIES 

Around mid-year, students complete a Course Se-
lection Sheet to indicate their choice of courses for 
the next school year. Every effort will be made to 
acquaint students and parents with the require-
ments for graduation, subjects and courses of-
fered, and special programs and assistance. Dur-
ing the second semester of the school year, guid-
ance counselors will be meeting with students in 
small groups to review their course selections and 
graduation progress. Parents may contact their 
child's guidance counselor for scheduling con-
cerns. 
 
In June, students/parents will receive a letter and 
copy of their up-to-date course requests. This is 
provided as a reminder to students and parents 
that all changes in course requests must be made 
before the last day of school. 
 
Final schedules will be mailed home in mid-to late 
August. While Guidance Counselors will make 
every effort to honor all course requests it is not 
always possible. 

 
SCHEDULE CHANGE POLICY  

 
Adding Courses 
1. A student may only add a course(s) to his/her 
program after receiving a schedule if the course 
enrollment allows, and if the student is unassigned 
during the time the course is offered. 
2. Course additions for first-semester and full-year 
courses can only be made during the first ten(10) 
school days or by permission of the appropriate 
teacher and building administrator.  
3. Students who wish to add a course the second 
semester may do so after conferring with their 
counselor, but no later than the first five (5) school 
days of that semester or by permission of the ap-
propriate teacher and building administrator. 
 
Dropping Courses 
Dropping courses will only be permitted under ex-
traordinary circumstances after the school year 
has begun. Students who wish to drop a course(s) 
must have parental approval as well as the permis-
sion of the classroom teacher, guidance counselor, 
and the proper building administrator. If a student 
drops a class after the first quarter, the report card 
and transcript will show a ñWFò (withdrawn fail)  for 
the quarter and final grade. 
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 GUIDANCE 
 
Please be aware of the Schedule Change Policy 
when course selections and their alternates are 
made. Careful choices during the course selection 
process should eliminate the need for schedule 
changes. 
Schedule changes will NOT be made for such rea-
sons as: 
Å Change of Teacher 
Å To arrive to school later 
Å To leave school earlier 

Preference to take a different course  
Change of lunch period  

 

REQUEST TO CHANGE COURSE LEVEL  
After the schedule change deadline, students may 
request to change the level (Regents, Honors, AP) 
of a course, if they feel that they are inappropri-
ately placed in a course. To change a course level, 
a consensus must be reached by the student, par-
ent/ guardian, counselor, teacher, and building ad-
ministrator. 
 
In order to request a change of course level, a stu-
dent must complete the following steps: 
1. The student must meet with counselor to dis-

cuss his/her request. 
2. The student and parent complete section I of 
the "Request to Change Course Levelò form. 

3. The student must meet with his/her teacher 
and department director to discuss his/her re-
quest and obtain the necessary signatures. 

4. Once sections 1, 2, and 3 are completed, the 
student should return the ñRequest to Change 
Course Levelò form to his/her guidance coun-
selor. 

5. Final  approval must be received by the build-
ing principal. 

 
ACADEMIC INTERVENTION SERVICES (AIS)  

Academic Intervention Services are intended to 
assist students who are at risk of not achieving the 
State Learning Standards in English Language 
Arts, Mathematics, Social Studies and/or Science, 
or who are at risk of not gaining the knowledge and 
skills needed to meet or exceed designated per-
formance levels on state assessments.  Academic 
Intervention Services are mandated, and will be 
provided when students, in grades nine to twelve, 
score below the state designated performance 
level on one or more of the state intermediate as-
sessments. No credit is granted for AIS courses. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

A student may be removed from an AIS course 
ONLY if the student demonstrates adequate skills 
to achieve minimum standards on the required 
state assessments needed for graduation. 
 

GRADE LEVEL PROMOTION  
Promotion to 10th grade:  
For a 9th grade student to be promoted to 10th 
grade the student must have earned a total of 5 
credits including: 3 credits from English, Math, Sci-
ence and Social Studies and a 1/2 credit in Physical 
Education. The student must pass at least 1 re-
gents exam. 
 
Promotion to 11th grade:  
For a 10th grade student to be promoted to 11th 
grade the student must have earned a total of 11 
credits including: 2 English credits, 2 Social Studies 
credits 1 Physical Education credit, and at least 3 
credits in Math and Science. The student must pass 
at least 2 regents exams. 
 
Promotion to 12th grade:  
For an 11th grade student to be promoted to 12th 
grade the student must have earned a total of 17 
credits including: 3 English, 3 Social Studies, 1 1/2 
Physical Education, 5 of the 6 credits needed in 
Math and Science and 1 1/2 credits combined from 
the following group; Fine or Performing Arts, 
Health, and World Languages. The student must 
pass at least 5 regents exams. 
 
SENIOR PRIVILEGES:  
Seniors who are in good standing may enjoy the 
senior privileges; the ability to leave campus for 
lunch, parking on campus (if you are successfully in 
obtaining a parking pass through the schoolôs lot-
tery), and having up to two class periods not as-
signed to a class or IPP.  
 
Senior privileges will ONLY be granted to seniors 
who are on track for graduation as per the grade 
level promotion outlined above.  
 
Seniors who become ineligible at any point through-
out the year for any reason WILL LOSE THEIR 
SENIOR PRIVILEGES. Seniors who are failing mul-
tiple classes may lose their senior privileges.  
 
EARLY RELEASE  
Seniors will be scheduled for no less than seven 
periods. NO EXCEPTIONS. 
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REQUIREMENTS TO ENROLL IN AN ENGLISH 
OR SOCIAL STUDIES HONORS OR AP 
COURSE: 
Enrollees in the Honor/AP program in Social Stud-
ies or ELA are chosen based on a review of student 
performance in ELA and Social Studies classes in 
middle school as well as high school.  A student 
must maintain a final average of 90 in both subject 
areas in order to be considered for enrollment in 
either the  Social Studies or ELA honors/AP pro-
gram.  In addition a studentôs performance on New 
York State ELA 8 exam and Social Studies 8 exam 
will be taken into consideration. Permission of the 
departmental supervisor is required.  
 
Students enrolled in the Honors program must 
maintain a minimum average of 85 in each marking 
period, have a mid-year average of at least 85 
based on their averages for the first two quarters as 
well as the midterm examination, and have a final 
average  of no less than 85 at the end of the year. 
Students who fail to maintain these grade stan-
dards will be removed from the program at mid-
year or at the end of the year. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

REQUIREMENTS TO ENROLL IN A MATH OR 
SCIENCE HONORS OR AP COURSE:  
Enrollees in the Honor/AP program in Math or Sci-
ence are chosen based on a review of student per-
formance in  Math and Science classes in middle 
school as well as high school.  A student must 
maintain a final average of 90 in both subject areas 
in order to considered for enrollment in either the  
Math or Science honors/AP program.  In addition a 
studentôs performance on New York State Science 
exam and Math exam will be taken into considera-
tion. Permission of the departmental supervisor is 
required.  
 
Students enrolled in the Honors program must 
maintain a minimum average of 85 in each quarter, 
have a mid-year average of at least 85 based on 
their averages for the first two quarters as well as 
the midterm examination, and have a final average  
of no less than 85 at the end of the year. Students 
who fail to maintain these grade standards will be 
removed from the program at mid-year or at the 
end of the year. 

GUIDANCE 
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 GRADUATION CREDIT REQUIREMENTS 
In order to earn a diploma, every student must earn a minimum of 22 credits in addition to 
meeting specific testing competencies. Only those students who successfully complete the 
diploma requirements will take part in the graduation exercises.

Since 2005, Deer Park High School has been sending some of our stronger students to nearby Grant 
Campus of Suffolk County Community College (SCCC).  They have been able to enroll in real college 
classes with other college students.  This allows them not only to earn college credits, but also to experi-
ence being in a college classroom while receiving instruction from a regular college professor.  Participa-
tion in the program enhances their academic resume and has allowed our graduates entry into some of 
the most selective colleges.   
 

This year, we are enhancing this program from one day each week to a five-day program and are adding 
a career track for those seeking immediate employment after high school graduation.  Qualified juniors 
and seniors are invited to take classes five mornings per week at the college.  Students will be bused 
to and from campus from the high school.  This program offers students the college experience in addi-
tion to the college credit.  Students will take courses that are suited to their individual ability and post-
high school objectives.  For the college bound student, there are two options: 
 
* Students with at least a 90 average, who are seeking admission to the more competitive colleges, can 
take honors classes at the college. 
 
* Students with at least an 85 average, who are seeking admission to most two/four-year colleges, can 
take regular college classes. 
 
Upon graduation from high school, most students from either program qualify for admission directly into 
the SCCC Honors Program.  When ready for four-year college applications, graduates of the program 
may request that a college professor send a letter of recommendation that is sent on college letterhead.  
Graduates of this program have been admitted into some of the best colleges in the nation and have 
earned significant merit scholarships. 
 
Students who have at least a 75 average, may be interested in one of the career programs at the col-
lege.  Those offered at the Grant Campus include Manufacturing Technology and Heating Refrigeration 
and Air Conditioning (HVAC).  These programs lead to a certificate that qualifies them for immediate em-
ployment and provides college credit that may be applied to a college degree at Suffolk or elsewhere.   
 
The guidance department of the high school will invite eligible students and their parents to informational 
meetings that are held in the high school during the spring.  Applicants will take the collegeôs placement 
test and tour the campus as part of the acceptance and placement process.  There also will be a special 
orientation program at the college for all admitted students and their families. 
 
 

SUFFOLK COMMUNITY COLLEGE ð COLLEGIATE INSTITUTE 
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0763 STUDIO IN COMPUTER ART I 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)                  5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art 
This course introduces students to ways to use 
computers to create and design. The class fo-
cuses on how to use the computer and peripherals 
to create art and logos. This course meets in the 
art computer lab. Careers in graphic art are also 
explored. Students may take either semester inde-
pendently, but it is recommended to take both se-
mesters in sequence. 
 

0764 STUDIO IN COMPUTER ART II 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)                   5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art 
This course continues to explore ways to use com-
puters to create and design. This class focuses on 
using digital cameras and integrating fine art, com-
puter art and digital images. This course meets in 
the art computer lab. Students may take either se-
mester independently, but it is recommended to 
take both semesters in sequence. 
 
0705 STUDIO IN DRAWING & PAINTING  

(1 Year -1 Credit R)                        5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art 
This is a full year course in which students learn 
different techniques of drawing and different styles 
of painting. Students work on drawings in pencil, 
pastels and charcoal that can be used as part of 
their college admission portfolios and also learn 
how to paint in tempera, acrylic and other media. 

FINE ARTS 

Department Objectives: Deer Park High School 
strives to provide an expansive array of Art course 
offerings. High school students have the opportunity 
to take advanced studies in the fine arts of drawing 
and painting, ceramics and sculpture, and fashion 
design, as well as technology based programs such 
as computer graphics, advertising and design, pho-
tography and cartooning. 
 

Our faculty members are all professional artists with 
specific areas of specialization. Skills learned in the 
visual arts courses are applicable to hundreds of ca-
reers in our highly visual world.

0701 STUDIO IN FINE ART 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)                           5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
Studio in Fine Art is a course in the fundamentals of 
the fine arts which will allow you to experience a 
whole world of creative self expression. A student 
taking Studio in Fine Art will learn about and experi-
ment with the basic design elements such as line, 
shape, color, texture, and value. Students develop or 
sharpen their art skills while handling such media as 
watercolor and acrylic paint, pencil, India ink, block 
print ink, charcoal, pastel, and ceramics. This full-
year course is a prerequisite for all other art 
courses, and satisfies the one credit of Art or Music 

required for graduation. 
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 FINE ARTS 

 

As your skills develop you will have the opportunity 
to make larger prints, to use contrast filters, and to 
refine your printing techniques. You will learn about 
portraiture, photojournalism, and produce portfolio-
level matted prints. Students are responsible for the 
purchase of the film they use during the semester. 
 
0713 PHOTOGRAPHY WORKSHOP 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)    5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 10 -11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art and Studio in Pho-
tography. 
Advanced darkroom and camera techniques are 
introduced in this course. Students work independ-
ently under the direction of the teacher. Students 
must have their own cameras. This course may be 
repeated for credit 
 
0706 STUDIO IN SCULPTURE & CERAMICS  
(1 Year -1 Credit R)     5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art 
Students in this course will explore both modern 
sculpture and great works of the past. Modeling in 
clay and wax, carving in stone, working with wire, 
and making constructions using foam board and 
wood will be explored. Ceramics will play a key role 
in this course, including the use of the potterôs 
wheel. 
 
 

0745 CARTOONING I 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 10 -11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art 
Do you like cartoons, comic books, comic strips, or 
anime? Discover the way professionals do it! Learn 
the entire process of creating a comic, from con-
cept to finished product. See your ideas develop 
from thumbnail sketches and breakdowns, to fin-
ished penciling, inking. Learn character design and 
development. Explore different methods of story-
telling as you create your own comic book or comic 
strip series. We will also have drawing lessons that 
will cover such topics as bodies, faces, back-
grounds, movement, etc. Learn how to put your 
book together and design covers for your creations. 

 

 
 

 
 
 

0726 STUDIO IN FASHION DESIGN & 
ILLUSTRATION  
(1 Year -1 Credit R)                       5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art 
Do you love watching Project Runway and read-
ing all of the fashion magazines? Learn how to 
draw like a Fashion Designer and Fashion Illus-
trator. Students will be introduced to the exciting 
field of Fashion Design. The class focuses on 
illustrating the figure and correctly drawing and 
designing beautiful and creative fashions. Start 
building your portfolio for college and a career in 
the Fashion Industry with more than 750 voca-
tional choices. Field trips to colleges, museums 
and design centers are an integral part of this 
course. 
 
0765 STUDIO IN MURAL PAINTING  
(1 Year -1 Credit R)           5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
Pre-requisite: Studio in Fine Art 
Students will learn about the history of painting 
and how to design and execute large-scale 
works, applying composition skills and the use of 
light and dark to create depth. Students will then 
transfer their designs to designated high school 
walls and paint them. Students are expected to 
complete two large-scale murals over the course 
of the school year. 
 
0712 STUDIO IN PHOTOGRAPHY 
(1/2 Year - 1/2 Credit R)          5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art 
Students will learn how to use a camera and 
how to develop and print black and white photo-
graphs. They will also learn about the composi-
tion of good photographs and the history of pho-
tography. Photography is an exciting course 
where students learn all about black and white 
photography. If you choose this course, get 
ready to learn a skill which will last you the rest 
of your life and bring you enormous pleasure 
and self satisfaction. You will learn how to shoot 
and create well-balanced, well-composed photo-
graphs. You will learn about photographic equip-
ment, develop your own black and white nega-
tives and prints, and analyze your own work as 
well as the work of others. During the second 
semester, more time is spent in the darkroom.  
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0746 CARTOONING II 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 10 -11-12 
Prerequisite: Cartooning I 
Learn advanced storytelling techniques. Study 
great cartoonists from the past. Refine your car-
tooning skills with advanced lessons in anatomy, 
realistic backgrounds, etc. Experiment with color-
ing your creations. Design posters for your comic. 
Learn how to get published. 
 
0707 FASHION PORTFOLIO 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 10 -11-12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fashion Design & Illustra-
tion 
This course is designed for the serious fashion 
design and illustration student. All students will 
create and complete a professionally designed 
portfolio required by fashion programs at colleges, 
universities and the world of work. Develop your 
own advanced style in drawing designs. Students 
will learn how to design, construct, deconstruct 
and sew garments, hats, shoes and accessories. 
Create costume designs for the high school musi-
cal. Field trips to colleges, museums and design 
centers are an integral part of this course. 
 

 

0762 ADVANCED PLACEMENT STUDIO IN ART  
(1 year-1 credit C)            7.5 per weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Prerequisite: Studio in Fine Art, Studio in Drawing 
& Painting plus one additional high school art 
class. 
Students in this class will work in the artistic me-
dium of their choice to prepare a portfolio to be 
submitted to the College Testing Service, where 
experts will grade it. Students planning to study art 
in college or applying for art scholarships should 
take this course. 
 
0732 ADVANCED PLACEMENT ART HISTORY  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)           7.5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Recommended for: Students interested in a career 
in the Visual Arts. One credit of Art or Music is 
necessary for graduation. Students meeting this 
requirement may use this course for a Regents 
Diploma. 
Prerequisite: None 
Learn about the visual arts from its inception to 
today. Through lectures, class discussions, and 
museum visits, students will learn about all types 
of art from around the world and its place in the 
human experience. This course is open to all stu-
dents, regardless of artistic talent, who are inter-
ested in the fine arts, history, and the humanities. 
It will help students who are planning on applying 
to a liberal arts college and will also help students 
prepare for the Global History and Geography Re-
gents, if they have not already taken it. Students 
who take the Advanced Placement exam can earn 
up to six college credits. 

FINE ARTS 
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DEPARTMENT OBJECTIVES: The world of busi-
ness is waiting for you! All careers, professions, 
and jobs involve some area of business. The 
skills you learn at Deer Park High School will pre-
pare you to enter the work force.

Topics that will be ex-
plored are: the sports industry, athletes making eco-
nomic choices, professional sports trades, supply 
and demand, financial analysis of teams, the sports 
labor market, discrimination in sports, and sports 
promotion. Guest speakers, case studies, field trips, 
and on-line activities will broaden classroom learn-
ing. The students will actively use their skills to pro-
mote sporting events both on campus and within the 
community. 
 
0603 STOCK MARKET  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)                5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 9 -10-11-12 
This course will provide students with the opportu-
nity to learn about financial literature and facilities 
that are available as guides to proper selection of 
securities. The course is covered from the perspec-
tive of the individual investor. As such, a logical port-
folio commensurates with the financial goals of the 
individual is stressed. Financial information available 
both in published and on-line format is covered. In 
addition, students will participate in the Newsday 
Stock Market Challenge, which is available during 
each semester. 
 

0660 COLLEGE ACCOUNTING/
COMPUTERIZED 
(1 Year - 1 Credit C)           5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Accounting is the language of business and a 
necessary stepping-stone not only for students 
interested in accounting careers, but also for any 
career in business. Accounting stresses the prin-
ciples and procedures needed to build a solid 
foundation in accounting fundamentals so that 
students will become thinkers, decision-makers, 
and problem-solvers, not merely recorders of 
information. This course will prepare students for 
introductory college accounting courses and can 
lead to entry-level positions in the fields of bank-
ing, bookkeeping, insurance and manufacturing. 
Simulations of the complete accounting cycle for 
all three types of businesses will be utilized in 
this course to provide ñreal lifeò applications. 
Students who successfully pass Math A and 
the Regents exam would be eligible to take 
Accounting/Computerized to fulfill the third 
year math requirement for a Regents  
Diploma.  

 
0664 COLLEGE BUSINESS COMPUTER  
APPLICATIONS (BCA)  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit C)          5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Pre-requisite:Keyboarding/ComputerApplications 
This course is designed to teach students how 
integrate business concept such as finance and 
marketing with computer applications such as 
Microsoft Word, Excel, and Access. Students will 
use Word to create Business Correspondence, 
newsletters, logos, etc. Excel will be used to 
learn how to balance a budget and a checkbook, 
and Access will be used to keep track of busi-
ness data. BCA is especially useful for college-
bound students who want to obtain marketable 
job skills. 
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0666 COLLEGE BUSINESS LAW I  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit C)     5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course will show you how business law can 
help you in your personal life as well as on the job. It 
is especially helpful for those who plan a career in 
law (either law school or in the paralegal field, i.e. 
court reporter, legal secretary) or for those who plan 
to major in business administration or accounting. 
This course is usually expected of any business ma-
jor in college. 
Local attorneys visit the classroom frequently for 
added excitement and a visit to the courthouse is 
included. Credit for this course may be used to meet 
the 5th unit of a Social Studies sequence in certain 
situations. 
 

0665 COLLEGE BUSINESS LAW II  

(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit C)                5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Pre-requisite: College Business Law I 
This course is designed to build upon the College 
Business Law I course. Topics to be discussed in-
clude, but are not limited to, Fundamentals of Con-
tracts (marriage, divorce and employment), Con-
sumer Protection, Renting Reality, Wills, Estates 
and Trusts, Debtors, and Bankruptcy. Local attor-
neys visit the classroom, field trips are arranged and 
a mock trial takes place in the classroom. Students 
will have the opportunity to earn 3 college credits 
through Farmingdale State University of New York. 
 

0661 COLLEGE E-COMMERCE 
(1 Year -1 Credit C)               5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Pre-requisite: Keyboarding/Computer Applications 
The e-Commerce course provides students with a 
fun and exciting way to learn about e Commerce 
and its role in todayôs information-driven economy. 
Under the supervision of their instructors, students 
operate an online school information service using 
their own website and generate revenues by selling 
banner ads, patron messages, and by operating an 
online store or auction. The E-Commerce course is 
designed to develop the teambuilding, time-
management, communication, organization, critical 
thinking and decision-making skills necessary for 
students to progress toward future success in col-
lege level programs and gainful employment in a 
high-tech business environment. This course will 
help prepare students to meet the challenge of do-
ing business in todayôs technology-based environ-
ment.  

This course introduces students to the exciting 
world of e-Commerce and provides them with 
the opportunity to acquire basic business, e-
Commerce and general career skills through 
traditional learning methods and the operation 
of their own e-Commerce business, right from 
the classroom! Students become familiar with 
traditional business principles and learn how 
these principles are adapted to incorporated 
advances in technology and information trans-
fer. By supplementing theory with hands-on ap-
plication, students come out of the e-Commerce 
program with a better understanding of how 
business really works in an environment where 
efficient use of technology is critical and content 
is king. 
 
0662 COLLEGE MARKETING I  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit C)         5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course is offered at the college level and 
gives students an introduction to the basics of 
the marketing mix product, price, place, and 
promotion. You will learn how major companies 
such as Ben& Jerryôs, Holiday Inn, Wal- Mart 
and others target their markets, and use various 
marketing techniques and strategies to get your 
dollar. Students will use the Internet to research 
opportunities in this dynamic field, create ads 
and commercials, and have the opportunity to 
compete in national competitions through  
lifesmarts.com and DECA. 
 
0663 COLLEGE MARKETING II  

(1/2Year -1/2 Credit C)          5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Pre-requisite: College Marketing I or a waiver 
from the DECA advisor 
Ever dream of owning your own business? 
Learn what it will take to succeed. This course 
will help you to understand branding strategy, 
credit, elements of pricing, managing the mar-
keting mix, human resources, entrepreneurship 
and more!

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0619 COOPERAT0619 COOPERATIVE WORK EXPERIENCE  

0611 COLLEGE SOFTWARE APPLICATIONS  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)                    5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
3 College Credits from Briarcliffe College 
may be earned.  
Pre-requisites: Keyboarding/Computer Applica-
tions AND Word Processing or BCA for 11th & 
12th Grades only. 
This advanced course for juniors and seniors 
prepares students to be well rounded in all as-
pects of computer literacy. Whatôs the difference 
between a Pentium and an AMD processor? 
Which one should I buy? How do I scan pic-
tures, use a digital camera, and add video clips 
into my document? Students will learn the an-
swers to these questions and many more. Stu-
dents work on real world projects in order to 
learn the advanced functions of current software 
applications. We may make menus for a local 
restaurant or bookmarks for the public library;

0655 COLLEGE WEB SITE DESIGN  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit C)                5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Pre-requisite: Keyboarding/Computer Applica-
tions, and BCA or EIPI 
The goal of the course is for students to learn 
how to thoroughly create web sites. Students 
are introduced to web site design through HTML 
coding and through web authoring programs 
such as Macromedia Dreamweaver, Macrome-
dia Flash, and Microsoft Frontpage. They will 
learn how to make graphics for web sites in 
Adobe Photoshop. Students will also be intro-
duced to inserting JavaScript into their web 
sites.

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0148 ENGLISH 9 REGENTS 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Successful completion of English 8. 
This is the first year of a 4 year program in English 
Language Arts (ELA). Students will study non-
fiction and literary works including Beowulf, The 
Lord of the Flies, and the Canterbury Tales. An em-
phasis will be placed on the development of stu-
dentsô reading and writing skills with an eye toward 
preparation for the tasks that will appear on the 
ELA Regents assessment, which students take in 
January of their junior year. 
 

0101 ENGLISH 9 HONORS 
(1 Year -1 Credit H)               5 per. weekly  
This is the first year of a 4 year program in English 
Language Arts (ELA). Students will study philoso-
phical, non-fiction, and literary works including The 
Bhagavad- Gita, The Canterbury Tales, writings of 
Confucius, and the works of Rousseau, Voltaire, 
and Locke.

(1 Year -1 Credit R)          5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Successful completion of English 9. 

This is a continuation of the English Language Arts 
(ELA) course began in Grade 9. Students will 
study nonfiction and literary works including 
Things Fall Apart, Nectar in a Sieve, and The 
Count of Monte Cristo. An emphasis will be placed 
on the development of studentsô reading and writ-
ing skills, with an eye toward preparation for the 
tasks that will appear on the English Language 
Arts (ELA) Regents, which students will take in 
January of their junior year. 
 
0106 ENGLISH 10 HONORS 
(1 Year -1 Credit H)             5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Successful completion of English 9. 
This is a continuation of the English Language Arts 
(ELA) course began in Grade 9. Students will 
study philosophical, non-fiction, and literary works 
including The Communist Manifesto, the Constitu-
tion of the United States of America, literature of 
Charles Dickens, the Treaty of Versailles, and the 
United Nations charter. An emphasis will be 
placed on the development of studentsô critical 
analysis and writing skills, with an eye toward 
preparation for tasks that will appear on the Eng-
lish Language Arts Regents, which students will 
take in January of their junior year. 
 
 
0150 ENGLISH 11 REGENTS 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites:Successful completion of English 10. 
This is a continuation of the English Language Arts 
(ELA) program. The emphasis of the course will be 
on the study of American literature as an expres-
sion of American culture, and how this expression 
has changed throughout American History to re-
flect changes in American values and society. 
Readings for the course include both literary and 
philosophical works; a partial list of works to read 
includes Of Mice and Men, The Crucible, and Our 
Town. An emphasis will be placed on the develop-
ment of studentsô reading and writing skills, with an 
eye toward preparation for the tasks that will ap-
pear on the English Language Arts (ELA) Regents, 
which students are required to take in January. 

 
 
0158 ENGLISH 11HONORS 
(1 Year -1 Credit H)               5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Successful completion of English 10 
Honors. 
This course will cover the same curriculum as Eng-
lish 11R but with greater emphasis on the critical 
analysis of complicated literary works. Students 
read increasingly difficult literature and write with 
more stylistic sophistication than in English 11R. 
 
 
0114 ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH  
LANGUAGE & COMPOSITION  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)               5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Completion of 10 Honors with a 
grade of 90 or better OR completion of 10 Regents 
with grade of 92 or better. 
This college level course features advanced com-
position and research skills. The syllabus concen-
trates on English literature. Students will study a 
variety of prose pieces to notice variations in style 
and purpose, ultimately understanding both the im-
plicit and explicit relationships among diction, syn-
tax, tone and content. Through a variety of writing 
activities, they will apply such conventions and lan-
guage resources to their own expository, analytical 
and argumentative writing. Multiple impromptu and 
formal essays are required. A research paper is 
required. Students must take the ELA Regents and 
the Advanced Placement English Language and 
Composition Examination. 
 
0144 ENGLISH 11 AIS  
(1/2 Year - 0 Credit G)              5 per. weekly  
Students continue to develop their skills in respond-
ing to Task I, Task II, Task III and Task IV items. 
Emphasis will be placed on studentsô individual 
needs in preparation for the ELA Regents Examina-
tion in January. 
 
 

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS
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0190 COLLEGE WRITING PREP  

(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit C)   5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course concentrates on improving writing skills 
and preparing students for the increased expecta-
tions of college writing. We will focus on several 
different types of college writing including re-
sponses to literature, research papers and public 
presentations. 
 
0153 WOMENSô STUDIES 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)                     5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course is designed to explore womenôs voices 
in literature, film, the media, and society.  We will 
examine many issues women have faced since the 
beginning of time through present day.  We will 
study the women warriors who broke barriers, chal-
lenged societal rules, and paved the way for 
womenôs freedoms today. 
 
0151 MEDIEVAL LITERATURE  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course will examine medieval Literature as an 
expression of the cultural values, as well as the po-
litical and social climate, of Western and Northern 
Europe during the period AD 1200-1400. Readings 
for the course include: Le Morte DôArthur, The Can-
tebury Tales, Sir Gawain and the Green Knight, and 
Danteôs Inferno. Emphasis will be placed on the 
close reading and analysis of the text. Students will 
be assessed through papers and tests. 
 
0155 LITERATURE OF THE MACABRE  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Literature of the Macabre is a genre which repre-
sents the ñotherò and stands between the known 
and the unknown, the real and the fantastic, and 
the conscious and the unconscious. The way in 
which different cultures perceive and organize the 
world can be evident through deep analysis of their 
literature. The fear of the ñotherò or unknown can 
both shape and disrupt cultural beliefs and assump-
tions regarding the world. This course will examine 
the subversive forces of the grotesque, the maca-
bre, and the fantastic in the context of encounters, 
conflicts, and tensions between a particular culture 
and its ñotherò. The ñotherò or unknown, how char-
acters respond to the ñotherò or unknown, the fear 
of death, and even the thrill of differences found in 
daily life can disrupt cultural systems and result in 
amazing literature. 

0126 PUBLIC SPEAKING  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)            5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Students who opt for this class will be exposed to 
many aspects of speech making, including de-
bate, panel discussion, and oral interpretation of 
literature. These areas will foster a wide range of 
speaking experiences and will serve to improve 
and reinforce studentsô skills in reading, writing, 
listening and thinking, as well as oral delivery. 
 
0141 JOURNALISM  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)            5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Students will read a variety of newspapers to 
learn about the arrangement and content of 
newspapers and their role in society. They will be 
responsible also for writing every type of article 
found in a newspaper and for producing their own 
in-class publication. A small portion of the course 
will be devoted to television and radio news and 
its role in society today. Writing for our school 
newspaper  is a required portion of this 
course.  
 
0146 INTRODUCTION TO PHILOSOPHY 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)            5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 10 -11-12 
Students will be introduced to the history of 
thought, as well as the mechanics of deductive 
and inductive reasoning. An emphasis will be 
placed on the refinement of critical thinking skills. 
Readings for the course will include: The Repub-
lic, Walden, and assorted writings of Descartes, 
Emerson, and Nietzsche. Reaction papers and a 
research paper will be required. 
 
0147 PHILOSOPHY ll  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)            5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 10 -11-12 
Pre-requisite: Introduction to Philosophy 
Philosophy ll will follow the arguments of Plato 
and Descartes, covered in Introduction to Philoso-
phy, with the idea of philosophical skepticism put 
forth by Hume and Kant. Using this epistemologi-
cal framework, students will explore language phi-
losophy and analytical philosophy. A number of 
Eastern and Western philosophical works will be 
incorporated into class discussion and projects. 
Grades will be based on written assignments and 
tests, as well as group work. 
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9908 APPLIED ENGLISH 12  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit N)             5 per. weekly  
This course is designed specifically for graduating 
seniors who have yet to take or pass the ELA Re-
gents with the required minimal passing score of 
65. Students in this class receive a high level of 
personalized attention to the specific skills that 
they need to develop in order to pass this exam. 

 
ELECTIVE COURSES 

Seniors may choose to take 2 electives in place of 
English 12R, provided they have passed the ELA 
Regents exam with a grade of 65 or greater. 
 
0154 SPEECH AND DRAMATIC ARTS  
         INTRODUCTION 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11-12 
This course presents an introduction to the art of 
speaking and dramatization. The basics of mime, 
diction, and acting will be covered. Students will be 
active in classroom projects in each of these ar-
eas; written reviews of two stage productions will 
also be required. 
 
0119 COLLEGE DRAMATIC ARTS ADVANCED  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit C)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Pre-requisite: Speech and Dramatic Arts Introduction 

This course will be open to students who wish to 
continue their study of speaking and participating 
in drama projects. Emphasis will be placed on re-
viewing and building the skills of character crea-
tion, diction, acting, and speaking. Students will 
learn and practice acting exercises and speaking 
techniques, and will be required to show their 
knowledge by preparing and presenting speeches, 
dramatic readings, and scenes. 
 
0120 CREATIVE WRITING  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course is for those who wish to weave words 
cleverly into short stories, sketches, poetry, skits 
and essays. By producing their own works and ex-
amining the literary works of other authors, stu-
dents will be encouraged to delve deeply into 
themselves and the world around them for original 
insights. Both literature and writing will be blended. 
The focus will be extensive self-expression. 
 
 
 

9918 APPLIED ENGLISH 11  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit N)                    5 per. weekly  
Second semester junior year course mandated for 
all students in grade who failed the English Lan-
guage Arts Regents Exam in January. 
 
0116 ENGLISH 12R 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
This course includes a survey of classic literature 
and a study of contemporary British and American 
authors. It is designed to develop a critical ap-
proach to reading by furnishing seniors with knowl-
edge of the language of literary criticism. English 
12 will promote competence in composition and 
speech so that students are adequately primed for 
life situations. Seniors who have  not yet passed 
the ELA Regents exam with a grade of  at least 
65 must enroll in this course.  
 
0113 ADVANCED PLACEMENT LITERATURE  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)              5 per. weekly  
The AP English Literature and Composition course 
is designed to engage students in the careful read-
ing and critical analysis of imaginative literature. 
Through the close reading of selected texts, stu-
dents can deepen their understanding of the ways 
writers use language to provide both meaning and 
pleasure for their readers. As they read, students 
should consider a workôs structure, style, and 
themes, as well as such smaller-scale elements as 
the use of figurative language, imagery, symbol-
ism, and tone. It is important to distinguish among 
the different kinds of writing produced in an AP 
English Literature and Composition course. Any 
college-level course in which serious literature is 
read and studied should include numerous oppor-
tunities for students to write. Some of this writing 
should be informal and exploratory, allowing stu-
dents to discover what they think in the process of 
writing about their reading. Some of the course 
writing should involve research, perhaps negotiat-
ing differing critical perspectives. Much writing 
should involve extended discourse in which stu-
dents can develop an argument or present an 
analysis at length. In addition, some writing assign-
ments should encourage students to write effec-
tively under the time constraints they encounter on 
essay examinations in college courses in many 
disciplines, including English. 
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0117 INTRODUCTION TO LATIN 
         AMERICAN LITERATURE  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course will explore the ancient legends, con-
temporary concerns, and ornate style of Latin 
American culture, authors, and literature. Students 
will be responsible for understanding the origins, 
purpose, and effects of oral tradition, collective 
voice, magical realism, and allegory. 
Students will read and interpret poetry, short fic-
tion, essays, and novels by (but not limited to) 
Gabriel Garcia Marquez, Alberto Rios, Isabel Al-
lende, Julia Alvarez, Pablo Neruda, and Jorge Luis 
Borges. 
 
0115 THE SCIENCE OF FICTION  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)                    5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Series from Harry Potter to Star Trek as well as 
classics such as 20,000 Leagues Under the Sea 
by Jules Verne will be explored and the science 
behind the fiction will be discussed, debunked and 
determined whether some of the inventions, sce-
narios and other science could be possible now or 
in the future. 
 
0124 ENGLISH SAT PREPARATION  
(1 Year -1/2 Credit R)       Alternating Days  
Offered to: Grade 11 only  
This course is geared to preparing eleventh-year 
students for the SAT examination. Students will be 
trained for successful mastery in word analysis, 
reading comprehension, and sentence comple-
tions. This SAT prep course may not be taken in 
lieu of English 11. Every junior is expected to take 
this course in conjunction with its math compo-
nent. College essay writing as well as placement 
examinations will be covered. 

 
0125 SOCIAL ISSUES IN LITERATURE  
(1/2 Year-1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
Literature is packed with the social issues we face 
in society on a daily basis.  Students will study  
literature, film, media, and presentations that  
address issues such as drug/alcohol abuse,  
prejudice, racism, and violence.  Students will be 
able to develop a critical perspective in which they 
will question and discuss the relationship between 
the work and the social issue presented.  Finally, 
using this analysis, students will be able to assess 
their positions in society. 
 
0160 FILM AS LITERATURE  
(1/2 Year-1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 
This course will prompt students to develop ana-
lytical and compositional skills through the study of 
films and directors.  Students will view full feature 
films as well as short clips from other films of vari-
ous genres ranging from narratives to musicals to 
dramas to westerns.  Students will develop visual 
literacy by offering a range of tools to study both 
film and literature.  Students will write essays, cre-
ate daily film journals, write critical reviews of re-
cent films, and complete a final film project in 
which students will script, direct, and create their 
own mini-films. 
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Family & Consumer Science sequences are organ-
ized into three-unit and five-unit programs. They 
have been developed around four clusters of con-
tent. 
1. Food and Nutrition occupations 
2. Textiles and Design 
3. Human Services and Family Studies 
4. Home and Personal Management

0803 CHILD PSYCHOLOGY & DEVELOPMENT I  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit  NR)     5 per. weekly  
This course covers the growth and development of 
the child from prenatal to age 5. Emphasis will be 
placed on the understanding of physical, emotional, 
social and intellectual development. This course will 
explore factors contributing to a better understand-
ing of self and others. 
 
0804 CHILD PSYCHOLOGY & DEVELOPMENT ll  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)     5 per. weekly  
Pre-requisite: Child Psychology and Development l 
This course is designed to focus on identifying con-
cepts of responsible child rearing. The potential par-
ent will become aware of the need to begin caring 
for personal health, practicing informed decision 
making about personal lifestyles, forming positive 
ways to meet physical, psychological, and emotional 
needs, and developing an awareness of the kind of 
parent he or she wants to be. 
 
0807 CULTURAL FOODS  
(1 Year -1/2 Credit NR)          Alternating Days  
This course is designed to increase awareness of 
the importance of food in the study of various cul-
tures. Students will develop food preparation skills 
relating to cooking styles and regional preferences. 
 

FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE 

FOOD & NUTRITION  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)         5 per. weekly  
This course helps students to apply nutrition 
knowledge to every-day living and to develop 
skills in menu planning and food purchasing, 
preparation and service. Students also explore 
career and employment opportunities in the food 
and nutrition field. Food and Nutrition is a re-
quired course for sequences in the Human De-
velopment Cluster, Food and Nutrition Cluster 
and Home and Personal Management Cluster. 
 
0813 FOOD PREPARATION 
(1 Year -1/2 Credit NR)           Alternating Days  
This course is designed to aid students in devel-
oping basic skills in food preparation and ser-
vices. Emphasis will be placed on favorite Ameri-
can foods, breads, desserts, main dishes, and 
holiday specialties. 
 
0808 FOOD SCIENCE  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)              5 per. weekly  
Students will learn to use the scientific method 
as they study the biological and chemical bases 
of food and nutrition. Food Science is a signifi-
cant part of every stage of the production, proc-
essing, evaluation, and uses of food.  
 
0802 HUMAN DEVELOPMENT  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)         5 per. weekly  
This course is designed to give students an op-
portunity to explore the contemporary issues fac-
ing them and to investigate the many choices 
and challenges open to them as they deal with 
these issues. They will examine the family unit 
and analyze the adolescentôs role within the fam-
ily. Ways in which the adolescent can effectively 
relate to younger children will be identified and 
practical applications will be developed. Students 
will investigate how to relate to and learn from 
adults around them. Opportunities for employ-
ment in human development fields will be stud-
ied. Human Development is a required course 
for sequences in the Human Development Clus-
ter, Food and Nutrition Cluster, and Home Per-
sonal Management Cluster. 
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0805 INDEPENDENT LIVING I 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)           5 per. weekly  
This course identifies challenges facing all 
adolescents as they prepare for their future. 
Areas of study include the home environment, 
food preparation, money management and in-
surances, and general skills necessary for an 
independent lifestyle. 
 
0825 INDEPENDENT LIVING II 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)       5 per. weekly  
Pre-requisite: Independent Living I 
This course is designed to advance the basic 
skills developed in Independent Living I. 
Money management, advanced cooking skills, 
and clothing construction will be emphasized. 
Career options in these areas are discussed.

The Mathematics 
Department believes that there is a level of 
mathematics study available to every student. 
The mathematics program emphasizes compu-
tational skills, problem-solving techniques, and 
mathematical structure. Students learn skills 
and concepts and practice analytical and critical 
thinking. They study the uses of the computer, 
statistics and measurement. In addition, alge-
braic and geometric structure, logic, and analy-
sis provide a sequential program for the college
-bound. The decisions made about the courses 
taken in high school affect each student for the 
rest of their lives. All students are required to 
complete successfully three credits of mathe-
matics and demonstrate a minimum level of 
proficiency on a New York State exam.  We en-
courage all students to take four years of 
mathematics.

0356 AIS MATH LAB  
(1 Year - 0 Credit G)             Alternating days  
Academic Intervention Services are designed to 
support your childôs academic development and 
to assist your child in gaining the knowledge 
and skills necessary to meet the Regents re-
quirement in Mathematics. This course is man-
dated for all students who have scored at levels 
1 or 2 on the Grade 8 Intermediate Level 
Mathematics State Assessment. Students who 
are registered in Algebra I and having difficulty 
with the course are also eligible for this course. 

0346 PRE ALGEBRA  
(1 Year- 1 Credit R)    5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Score below 70% in Mathematics  
This course is the first year of a two year program to 
prepare students for the Integrated Algebra regents. 
Students will demonstrate mathematical reasoning in 
a variety of ways when solving problems. They will 
utilize the graphing calculator to enhance their study of 
mathematics. The topics covered through problem 
solving will be operations of monomials and polynomi-
als, factoring, techniques of graphing, solving linear 

and quadratic equations, and coordinate geometry. 
 
0347 ALGEBRA 1  
(1 Year-1 Credit R)       5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Mathematics 8 
This course prepares students for the Integrated Alge-
bra Regents exam. Students will demonstrate mathe-
matical reasoning in a variety of ways when solving 
problems. They will utilize the graphing calculator to 
enhance their study of mathematics. The topics cov-
ered through problem solving will be operations of 
polynomials, factoring, techniques of graphing, solving 
linear and quadratic equations, operations with radi-
cals, patterns relations and functions, coordinate ge-
ometry, statistics and probability. The Algebra 1 Re-
gents Examination will be given at the end of this 
course. 
 
0355 GEOMETRY HONORS 
(1 Year -1 Credit H)         5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: 85% or better on the Integrated Algebra 
regents and a grade of 85% or better in Mathematics 
8H. 
This accelerated course for ninth grade students pre-
pares them for the Geometry Regents which will be 
administered in June. Enrichment activities will also be 
integrated into the curriculum. Students will continue 
using a graphing calculator to enhance their study of 
mathematics. The topics covered will include func-
tions, informal and formal proofs, constructions, locus, 
transformational geometry, and coordinate geometry. 
 
0364 GEOMETRY 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)         5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra I and a 
grade of 65 or better on the Algebra Regents. 
Students will be required to use the graphing calcula-
tor throughout this course. This course culminates in a 
regents exam. The topics covered will include func-
tions, informal and formal proofs, constructions, locus, 
transformational geometry, and coordinate geometry. 
 

MATHEMATICS  
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0357 ELEMENTARY STATISTICS  
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Successful completion of Geometry. 
This  course is designed for students who have 
completed the Algebra curriculum and who are not 
ready for the Geometry, but need the required 
third year of math.  The course will explore the dif-
ferent ways statistical data is collected and pre-
sented.  The topics covered will be descriptive sta-
tistics, probability, and statistical inferences.  The 
course will explore real world applications.  The 
use of technology will be utilized throughout the 
course.  The final examination is a departmental 
examination. 
 
0359 COLLEGE ALGEBRA  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: 75 or better in Intermediate Algebra 
and/or passing the Math B course and/or 75 or 
better in Geometry. 
This senior mathematics course, given under the 
aegis of Suffolk Community College, will essen-
tially be a course in advanced algebra, covering 
such topics as operations on radicals and complex 
numbers, rational exponents and roots, rational 
expressions, and systems of equations and ine-
qualities. Upon successful completion,  students 
can earn 4 college credits from Suffolk Com-
munity  College.  
 
0358 PRE-CALCULUS HONORS  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)             5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: a 85% or better on the Math B re-
gents and a grade of 85% or better in Math BH 
This course, given under the aegis of Suffolk Com-
munity College, stresses conceptual understand-
ing of realistic problems and multiple approaches 
to various types of problems. Functions that model 
change are the central theme. Students are ex-
pected to explain their approaches to problems 
and their solutions. The graphing calculator will be 
used extensively throughout this course. Students 
will be expected to represent functions symboli-
cally, numerically, graphically, and verbally. Wide 
applications of mathematics will be explored as 
students study linear, exponential, logarithmic, 
polynomial, trigonometric and rational functions, 
sequences and series, limits and an introduction to 
calculus. Students will be prepared to take the AP/
College Calculus course. Upon successful com-
pletion, students can earn 4 college  credits 
from Suffolk Community College.  
 
 

MATHEMATICS  

0342 MATH B 
(1 Year - 1 Credit R)                  5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Successful completion of the Ge-
ometry course and a grade of 65 or better on the 
Mathematics A Regents Exam. 
This course is the second year of a two year pro-
gram designed for students to complete the Math B 
curriculum. Emphasis is placed on the application 
of functions and how these concepts relate to the 
real world. Students will continue the graphing cal-
culator to enhance their study of mathematics. The 
topics covered will include rational expressions, 
complex numbers, exponential and logarithmic 
functions, probability and statistics and the develop-
ment of circular functions (trigonometry). Students 
will take the Math B regents exam in June. 
 
0365 ALGEBRA II AND TRIGONOMETRY   
         HONORS  
(1 Year - 1 Credit H)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: 85% or better on the Geometry Re-
gents and a grade of 85% or better in Geometry 
9H. 
This accelerated course for tenth grade students 
prepares them for the Algebra 2 and Trigonometry 
Regents which will be administered in June.  En-
richment activities will also be integrated into the 
curriculum.  Students will continue using a graphing 
calculator to enhance their study of mathematics.  
The topics covered will include relations and func-
tions (linear, quadratic, polynomial, radical, expo-
nential, logarithmic, and rational), conic sections, 
discrete mathematics, and an extensive study of 
trigonometry. 
 
0340 INTERMEDIATE ALGEBRA  
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Successful completion of Geometry. 
This course is designed for students who have 
completed the Math A curriculum and who are not 
ready for Math B, but need the required third year 
of math. The course will strengthen and build upon 
algebraic skills, introduced advanced geometric 
concepts and explore real world applications. The 
use of technology will be utilized throughout the 
course. The final examination is a departmental ex-
amination. 
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0349 ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS AB  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: 75% or better in Pre-Calculus and 
teacher recommendation 
This college level course, given under the aegis of 
Farmingdale State College, is designed to ac-
quaint the student with the foundations and appli-
cations of calculus, and to develop the concept of 
the limit as applied to the definition of a derivative 
and definite integral. Emphasis will be placed upon 
applications involving analytic geometry, and the 
studentôs ability to handle complex algebraic ma-
nipulations in order to problem solve. This Ad-
vanced Placement Course in Calculus AB will pre-
pare students to take the AP exam in May for 
which up to 4 college credits may be awarded. 
Students will be required to use the graphing cal-
culator throughout this course. Upon successful 
completion, students can  earn 4 Advanced 
Placement credits or 4 college credits  from 
Farmingdale State University  
 
0351 ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS BC  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)              7 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: 75 or better in Pre-Calculus and 
teacher recommendation 
This college level course, given under the aegis of 
Farmingdale State College, is an intensive course 
designed for the advanced mathematics student. 
The topics covered on the BC exam are extremely 
challenging and require students to be able to ana-
lyze, discuss, graph, solve and write conclusions 
for problems in all fields of Science and Econom-
ics. Most colleges and universities grant advanced 
placement credit to students that are successful on 
the Advanced Placement BC exam. This Ad-
vanced Placement Course in Calculus BC consists 
of a full year of work comparable to two semesters 
of calculus courses in colleges and universities. All 
of AB Calculus topics will be covered along with 
parametric equations, polar graphing, series and 
other additional topics. Students will be prepared 
to take the AP exam in May for which up to 8 col-
lege credits may be awarded. Students will be re-
quired to use the graphing calculator throughout 
this course. Upon successful completion,  stu-
dents can earn Advanced Placement credit or 8  
college credits from Farmingdale State Col-
lege.  

MATHEMATICS  

0315 MATH SAT PREPARATION  
(1 Year -1/2 Credit R)       Alternating Days  
Offered to: Grade 11 
This course is geared to preparing eleventh-year 
students for the SAT examination. Every junior is 
expected to take this course in conjunction with its 
English component. Those enrolled in the course 
will be expected to take either the PSAT or SAT 
examination, as appropriate. 
 
0333 ASSESSMENT PREP 
(1/2 Year - 1/2 Credit N)             5 per. weekly  
Any student who fails the Algebra I examination, 
but passed the corresponding class must be placed 
in this course. 
 
 
0354 PRE-CALCULUS  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)             5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of the Math B 
Assessment and a grade of 75% or better in Math B 
This course, given under the aegis of Suffolk Com-
munity College, stresses conceptual understanding 
of realistic problems and multiple approaches to 
various types of problems. Functions that model 
change are the central theme. Students are ex-
pected to explain their approaches to problems and 
their solutions. The graphic calculator will be used 
extensively throughout this course. Students will be 
expected to represent functions symbolically, nu-
merically, graphically, and verbally. Wide applica-
tions of mathematics will be explored as students 
study linear, exponential, logarithmic, polynomial, 
and trigonometric and rational functions. Upon  suc-
cessful completion, students can earn 4 college 
credits  from Suffolk Community College.  
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0924 INTERMEDIATE DANCE 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)               5 per. weekly  
This course is a continuation of Dance Studio. Stu-
dents will develop their skills in bar exercises and 
will learn more advanced ballet and modern dance 
technique, as well as the basics of partnering. The 
study of dance history, began in Dance Studio, will 
continue. Students will learn the elements of chore-
ography and will create their own short dances. 
Note: Students who have not taken Dance Studio at 
Deer Park High School, but who have studied ballet 
and/or modern dance elsewhere, must audition. 
 
0925 AP MUSIC THEORY 
(1 Year -1 Credit C)                5 per. weekly  
This class teaches how to compose, arrange, and 
analyze music. It also includes instruction in sight 
singing and ear training, to prepare students for 
music classes in college. Students who need a ma-
jor sequence in music and/or are planning on study-
ing music in college must take this course. Students 
who want to take the Advanced Placement exam in 
Music Theory may take this class for ñCò (college 
level) creditðthere will be additional after-school 
sessions in the spring. They may then take the Ad-
vanced Placement test and earn college credit. This 
decision does not have to be made until the second 
semester. Students who are not currently enrolled 
in a performing ensemble should see Mr. Abrams 
before registering for this class. 
 

 

PERFORMING ARTS 

 
0921 MUSICAL THEATRE WORKSHOP  
(1 Year -1 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation 
This class is for students who like to sing, dance, 
and act, and who want to learn how to do it better. 
Students will learn songs and scenes from great 
musicals and perform them on a regular basis. 
They will also learn about the history of musical 
theatre and attend performances in New York 
City and on Long Island. Students will also learn 
audition techniques to help prepare them for col-
lege admissions. 
 
0922 DANCE STUDIO 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)               5 per. weekly  
This course teaches the elements of ballet and 
modern dance. Students learn how to perform set 
dance forms in formal and informal contexts and 
to improvise, create, and perform dances based 
on their own movement ideas. They will also learn 
about choreographic principles, processes, and 
structures and of the roles of various participants 
in dance productions. 
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0904 SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Recommendation of present orches-
tra teacher or audition 
Orchestra is the culmination of our string program 
that started in the fourth grade. String and full or-
chestra selections will be performed at concerts 
and festivals providing an opportunity for students 
to apply their skills taught in rotating lessons. In-
creased proficiency and exposure to a variety of 
contemporary and classical music will result in a 
greater appreciation and understanding of the aes-
thetic quality of great art. Technique is taught in 
rotating group lessons. 
 
0916 WIND ENSEMBLE 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation 
The Wind Ensemble consists of 30 to 40 members 
who have the ability to perform at NYSSMA level V 
or VI. Selected members also perform as the Or-
chestraôs wind and percussion sections. Atten-
dance at rotating lessons is also required. 
 
0909 MUSIC PRODUCTION & ENGINEERING 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
In this class, students will obtain and demonstrate 
hands on-skills in the production and engineering 
of music. Topic will include: 1) Acoustics, 2) Micro-
phones and microphone placement, 3) Mixing con-
soles and the signal path, 4) Multi-track tape re-
corders, 5) Signal processing, 6) Recording tech-
niques, 7) Stereo imaging, 8) synthesizers and 
computers, 9) copyrighting and 10) career oppor-
tunities. 
 
0908 BEGINNING GUITAR 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Students will be introduced to the fundamentals of 
reading music, technique, basic chords and 
scales. These concepts will be applied through the 
study of songs in an ensemble setting. 
 
0907 GUITAR ENSEMBLE  
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Beginning guitar or audition demon-
strating NYSSMA performance Level lll. This en-
semble studies and performs music for multiple 
guitars and guitars with other instruments. Reper-
tory includes classical, jazz and contemporary se-
lections. Technique is taught in rotating lessons. 
 

 

PERFORMING ARTS 

DEPARTMENT OBJECTIVES: The courses and 
performing groups of the Music Department are 
designed to meet the needs, interests and talents 
of all senior high school students. The courses 
present the students with opportunities to study 
music from a technical aspect, to learn to under-
stand and appreciate music through listening, and 
to develop self-expression through participation in 
the various instrumental and choral performing 
Groups. Students who plan to specialize in music 
or music education as a career are urged to begin 
theory studies as early as possible during their 
high school years. It is also recommended that 
students specializing in music should engage in 
maximum participation in one or more of the mu-
sic performing organizations.

NCAA APPROVED CORE COURSES  
The National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) Eligibility Center certifies the academic and amateur creden-
tials of all college bound student-athletes who wish to compete in NCAA Division I or II athletics. To be eligible to 
play Division I athletics, students must have successfully completed 16 approved core courses. These 16 courses 
must be completed as follows: 4 years of English, 3 years of math (algebra 1 or higher), 2 years of natural or physi-
cal science (including one year of lab science), 1 extra year of English, math or natural or physical science, 2 years 
of social science, and 4 years of extra core courses. Division II athletes must complete 14 courses as follows: 3 
years of English, 2 years of math (algebra 1 or higher), 2 years of natural or physical science (including one year of 
lab science), 2 extra years of English, math or natural or physical science, 2 years of social science, and 3 years of 
extra core courses. A listing of Deer Park High Schoolôs List of Approved Core Courses is below. In addition, Divi-
sion I athletes must have an acceptable GPA and SAT or ACT score based on the Division I Core GPA and Test 
Score Sliding Scale. Division II athletes only need a 2.0 GPA and either an 820 SAT (Critical Reading and Math) or 
68 sum of score on the ACT.

0404 LIVING ENVIRONMENT 
(1 year - 1 Credit R)       7 1/2 per. weekly  
This laboratory course is based upon the activi-
ties and content as specified in the New York 
State Living Environment Core Curriculum guide. 
This curriculum emphasizes the latest advances 
in scientific knowledge in the biochemical and 
evolutionary basis for life, the natural and human 
impacts on the global ecology and the unity and 
diversity of all living creatures. This course culmi-
nates in a Regents examination in June. 
 
0424 LIVING ENVIRONMENT ENRICHMENT 
(1 year - 0 credit G)       Alternating Days  
This course is designed for students who need 
additional support with reading, math concepts, 
study skills and organizational skills. It provides 
additional opportunities to practice strategies 
needed for success in the Regents Living Envi-
ronment Program. The class meets on alternate 
days for the entire year and provides academic 
intervention services. The class grade is used in 
part to determine the students Living Environment 
Regents course grade. 
 
0460 APPLIED LIVING ENVIRONMENT  
(1/2 year - 1/2 Credit N)            5 Per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful course completion of the 
Living Environment course while failing the Re-
gents examination. 
This laboratory course spends half the year de-
veloping skills and content to increase the stu-
dentôs ability to be a globally informed citizen in 
Biology. This curriculum emphasizes the latest 
advances in scientific knowledge in the biochemi-
cal and evolutionary basis for life, the natural and 
human impacts on the global ecology and the 
unity and diversity of all living creatures. Students 
will take the Living Environment Regents exami-
nation in January. 
 
0402 THE PHYSICAL SETTING:  
           EARTH SCIENCE 
(1 year - 1 Credit R)       7 1/2 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Living En-
vironment This laboratory course is based upon 
the activities and content as specified in the New 
York State Physical Setting: Earth Science Core 
Curriculum guide. It is an interdisciplinary pro-
gram in which students apply many of the topics 
of physics, chemistry, and mathematics studied in 
earlier grades. Students are required to complete 
a long-term investigation, along with a laboratory 
skills practicum. This course culminates in a Re-
gents examination in June. 
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 SCIENCE 
0453 THE PHYSICAL SETTING: HONORS 
EARTH SCIENCE/ AP ENVIRONMENT SCIENCE  
(1 year - 2 Credits C)            10 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of the Living 
Environment course and regents exam in the 8th 
grade. Students will undertake the curriculum inher-
ent in the New York State Core Curriculum guide 
for the Physical Setting: Earth Science as well as 
explore the more in-depth curriculum normally 
found within the freshman courses of Environ-
mental Science at leading colleges and universities. 
The topics included in the AP Environmental Sci-
ences course mesh and extend the topics found in 
Earth Science to a very large extent. Students will 
be prepared and expected to take, the Advanced 
Placement examination in Environmental Sciences 
in May as well as the Regents examination in Earth 
Science in June. 
 
0461 APPLIED EARTH SCIENCE  
(1/2 year - 1/2 Credit N)              5 Per. weekly  
This laboratory course spends half the year devel-
oping skills and content to increase the studentôs 
ability to be a globally informed citizen in Earth Sci-
ence. 
 
0407 THE PHYSICAL SETTING: CHEMISTRY  
(1 year - 1 Credit R)         7.5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Living Envi-
ronment and Earth Science. 
This course is offered to students who have com-
pleted both the Living Environment course and The 
Physical Setting: Earth Science course. The con-
tent of this course follows guidelines provided in the 
NYS Core Curriculum Guide of The Physical Set-
ting: Chemistry. Students will investigate basic 
chemical principles and the applications of chemical 
processes. Inquiry-based laboratory work is an inte-
gral part of the course. Students are required to 
complete a minimum of 1200 minutes of laboratory 
assignments, followed by written lab reports, as re-
quired by NY State Education Department. Stu-
dents will be prepared for, and take the Physical 
Setting: Chemistry Regents as the final exam of the 
course. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

0406 THE PHYSICAL SETTING  
          CHEMISTRY HONORS 
(1 year- 1 Credit H)   7.5 per. weekly  
(Recommended to students who have previously 
achieved a 85 or better in their course average for 
Earth Science and on the ES Regents exam, who 
have also achieved mastery level in their course 
average for Living Environment and on the LE Re-
gents exam, and/or teacher recommendation.) 
The content of this course follows guidelines pro-
vided in the NYS Core Curriculum Guide of The 
Physical Setting: Chemistry. Students will investi-
gate content at an in-depth level, and should be 
able to maintain the pace necessary to provide 
comprehensive study of core topics. This content 
will provide the groundwork for the more rigorous 
Advanced Placement work in the field of Chemis-
try. Inquiry-based laboratory work is an integral 
part of the course. Students are required to com-
plete a minimum of 1200 minutes of laboratory as-
signments, followed by written lab reports, as re-
quired by NY State Education Department. Stu-
dents will be prepared for, and take the Chemistry 
Regents as the final exam of the course. 
 
0444 THE PHYSICAL SETTING: PHYSICS  
(1 year- 1 Credit R)           7.5 per. weekly  
(Recommended to students who have previously 
completed the Living Environment course, and The 
Physical Setting: Earth Science course. Satisfies 
the Physical Setting requirement for graduation). 
Prerequisites: Successful completion of the Math A 
course and regents exam and Geometry. The con-
tent of this course follows guidelines provided in 
the NYS Core Curriculum Guide of The Physical 
Setting: Physics. Students will investigate basic 
principles of physics and the applications of physi-
cal processes. Inquiry-based laboratory work is an 
integral part of the course. Students are required 
to complete a minimum of 1200 minutes of labora-
tory assignments followed by written lab reports, 
as required by NY State Education Department. 
Students will be prepared for, and take the Physics 
Regents as the final exam of the course. 
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0451 ADVANCED PLACEMENT  
ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE 
(1 year - 1 Credit C)           7.5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Regents 
examination graduation requirements in Science. 
Successful completion of the Chemistry course 
and a minimum grade of 65 on the regents exam is 
also highly recommended. This laboratory course 
provides a systematic introduction to the scientific 
principles, concepts, and methodologies required 
to understand the interrelationships of the natural 
world. This is an interdisciplinary course that em-
braces a variety of topics of Biology, Earth Sci-
ence, Chemistry and Physics. These principles will 
be applied to identification and analysis of environ-
mental processes both natural and man-made, 
evaluating the relative risks associated with these 
problems, and examining alternative solutions for 
resolving and/or preventing them. Instruction is on 
the college level and students are prepared for and 
expected to take the Advanced Placement exami-
nation in Environmental Science. 
 
0463 ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY  
(1 year - 1 Credit C)                10 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Mastery level in Chemistry course 
average and Chemistry Regents exam, and/or 
teacher recommendation. 
This course is designed to be the equivalent of a 
college introductory biology course offered to biol-
ogy majors during the first academic year. Stu-
dents are expected to have a comprehensive un-
derstanding of biological principles, cellular dynam-
ics, chemical structures and chemical processes 
prior to entry into this course. Students are also 
expected to be self-motivated and capable of inde-
pendent study and thus be able to meet rigorous 
academic demands. The course moves at a chal-
lenging pace and includes extensive in-depth study 
of cells and cell chemistry, animal and plant physi-
ology, genetic applications evolutionary theory and 
processes, and ecological principles and dynam-
ics. Under College Board AP guidelines, laboratory 
investigations are an integral part of this course. 
Instruction is on the college level. Students are ex-
pected to take the AP Biology examination. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

0464 ADVANCED PLACEMENT CHEMISTRY  
(1 year - 1 Credit C)            10 per. weekly  
Prerequisites: Mastery level in Chemistry course 
average and Chemistry Regents exam. Co-
requisite: Must have taken or concurrently be tak-
ing Pre- Calculus. This course is designed to be 
the equivalent of a college introductory chemistry 
course offered to chemistry majors during the first 
academic year. Students are expected to have a 
comprehensive understanding of chemical struc-
tures and processes prior to entry into this course. 
Students are also expected to be self-motivated 
and capable of independent study, and thus be 
able to meet rigorous academic demands. The 
course moves at a challenging pace and includes 
extensive in-depth study of reaction chemistry, 
thermodynamics, stoichiometry, nuclear chemistry, 
and kinetics. Students develop skills in mathemati-
cal interpretations of these processes. Under Col-
lege Board AP guidelines, laboratory investigations 
are an integral part of this course. Instruction is on 
the college level. Students are expected to take 
the AP Chemistry examination. 
 
0429 ADVANCED PLACEMENT PHYSICS B  
(1 year - 1 Credit C)            10 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 & 12  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Honors ES, 
LE and Chemistry Co-requisite: Must have taken 
or concurrently be taking Pre- Calculus. 
This laboratory course provides a systematic intro-
duction to both classical and modern physics with 
emphasis on their development for conceptual un-
derstanding and problem-solving ability. This 
course is designed for eleventh and twelfth grad-
ers who have demonstrated achievement and in-
terest at a level well above average in both mathe-
matics and science. All content as specified in the 
New York State Physical Setting: Physics Core 
Curriculum guide is also covered. Students will 
also take the Physics Regents examination in 
June. Instruction is on the college level and stu-
dents are prepared for and expected to take the 
Advanced Placement examination in Physics B. 
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0452 AP PHYSICS C 
(1 Year - 1 Credit C)           7.5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grade 12 only  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Regents 
Physics or AP Physics B Co-requisite: Concurrent 
registration in AP Calculus. 
This laboratory course extends the introduction to 
physics completed during the first year of physics 
and is designed for twelfth graders who intend to 
pursue careers in engineering, physics and/or 
higher mathematics. The course focuses on two 
content areas: Mechanics and Electricity/ Magnet-
ism. Instruction is on the college level and students 
are prepared for and expected to take the Ad-
vanced Placement Physics C examinations: AP C 
Mechanics and AP C Electricity/Magnetism. 
 
ELECTIVES 
0423 STAR PROGRAM 
(1 Year- l credit H)               5 per. weekly  
Offered: Period 10 to grades 11 & 12  
 
0421 STAR PROGRAM 
(1 Year- 1/2 credit H)                  Alternating Days  
Offered: Period 10 to grades 9 & 10  
This course revolves around developing and com-
pleting a science project to compete in local, state, 
or national science competitions. Development of 
real-world skills, such as oral and written communi-
cation, statistical analysis,  and technology will be 
a part of the curriculum. Students will be assessed 
by a portfolio that includes written work, project 
proposals, research analysis, and log data entry. 
Students are encouraged to take this course for 
successive years. 
 
0419 MARINE BIOLOGY  
(1/2 Year - 1/2 Credit R)                   5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Completion of Regents examination 
graduation requirements in Science. 
This laboratory-based course is designed to pro-
vide students with real-world laboratory experience 
via classroom and field-based activities. The focus 
of this course is the variety of marine communities 
and the complex inter-relationships of marine life. 
Case studies will be utilized to assist students in 
developing an awareness of the economic, politi-
cal, ecological and moral issues involved in deci-
sions affecting our marine environment 
 
 
 
 
 

1417 COLLEGE LEVEL OCEANOGRAPHY  
(1 Yearï 1/2 Credit C)                Alternating Days  
Prerequisite/Co-requisite: Physics                       
This course is designed to allow students to obtain 
3 college credits from Stony Brook University.  The 
course will provide hands on experience via lab 
and field work.  The topics addressed include the 
characteristics of the abiotic marine environment, 
the interdependence of the abiotic factors 
(geological, physical, and chemical) to the biologi-
cal processes, and marine diversity. Three col-
lege credits through SUNY Stony Brook. The 

cost  is approximately $100.  

0439 FORENSIC SCIENCE 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)                   5 per. weekly  
Offered to Grades 11 & 12  
Prerequisite: Completion of Regents examination 
graduation requirements in Science.  
Recent advancements in scientific fields have had 
an enormous impact upon law enforcement and 
the entire criminal justice system. In this course, 
scientific methods specifically relevant to crime 
detection and analysis will be explored. Emphasis 
is placed upon understanding the science behind 
the techniques used in evaluating physical evi-
dence. Topics included are blood analysis, organic 
and inorganic evidence analysis, microscopic in-
vestigations, hair and DNA analysis, drug chemis-
try and toxicology, fingerprint analysis and others. 
 
0418 MICROBIOLOGY  
(1/2 Yearð1/2 Credit R)             5 per. Weekly  
Microbiology will be primarily a laboratory oriented 
course.  The course will include the study of mold, 
yeasts, algae and protozoans, but the major em-
phasis will be on the study of bacteria.  This will 
include bacteria from different sources.  Emphasis 
will be placed on microbial morphology, physiol-
ogy, microbial genetics, virology and basic immu-
nology. The relationship between disease and dis-
ease-producing organisms in our world will be dis-
cussed.  Direct application of microbiology will be 
studied.  This course will be valuable for those 
planning to enter health services and other related 
fields of study. 
 
0438 ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY  
(1/2 Yearð1/2 Credit R)             5 per. Weekly  
This course is to provide students with a firm un-
derstanding of the fundamental anatomical terms 
and structures.  This class aims to provide stu-
dents opportunities to explore independently how 
the body functions as a unit.

0239 GLOBAL HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY 9  
         REGENTS 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Students will study Global history from pre-history 
to the Commercial Revolution. Students will com-
plete thematic essays and Document based Ques-
tions (DBQs), as part of their preparation for the 
Regents exam in Global History and Geography, 
which students take at the end of their sophomore 
year. 
 
0203 WORLD HISTORY PREïAP 9    
(1 Year -1 Credit H)              5 per. weekly  
This course is the first half of the World History AP 
Course.  Students will take World History AP in 
the5r sophomore year.  At the conclusion of the 
World History AP Course, in their sophomore year, 
students will be required to take the World History 
AP Exam. Students will study World History from 
prehistory to the Commercial Revolution. An em-
phasis will be placed on the development of stu-
dentsô critical analysis and writing skills. Students 
will complete thematic essays and document-
based questions as part of their preparation for the 
World History AP Exam and Global History and 
Geography Regents, which they will take at the 
end of their sophomore year.  
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0240 GLOBAL HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY 10  
         REGENTS 

(1 Year- 1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Grade 9 
Global History Regents 
This half of the course covers Global History from 
1750 until the present. The 10th grade course fo-
cuses on modern historical eras, and primary 
source documents. Students will be required to 
take the Global History Regents which mandates: 
thematic writing, constructed responses, and docu-
ment based historical questions. A cumulative mid-
term is administered in January. The mandated 
Regents exam required at the end of the course 
will be used as the final for the course. 
 
0206 GLOBAL HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY 10  
         HONORS 
(1 Year- 1 Credit H)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Grade 9 
Global History Honors. 
This half of the course covers Global History from 
1750 until the present. The 10th grade course fo-
cuses on modern historical eras, and primary 
source documents. Students will be required to 
take the Global History Regents which mandates: 
thematic writing, constructed responses, and docu-
ment based historical questions. A cumulative mid-
term is administered in January. The mandated 
Regents exam required at the end of the course 
will be used as the final for the course. This course 
will run in 2009-2010 only. 
 
0224 GLOBAL HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY 10 AIS  
(1 Year -0 Credit G)                          5 per. weekly  
This course focuses on instruction in reading, vo-
cabulary development, and writing in the Social 
Studies context. It is designed for students whose 
skills require strengthening in order to meet the 
requirements of the new state assessments. This 
class is in addition to regularly scheduled Social 
Studies classes. 
 
0910 APPLIED GLOBAL HISTORY &           
          GEOGRAPHY 
(1/2 year -1/2 Credit G)             5 Per. weekly  
This course is designed to assist students who 
were unsuccessful in their initial attempt(s) to earn 
a passing grade on the Global History Regents. 
This course will concentrate on reviewing the cur-
riculum, Social Studies skills and writing skills nec-
essary for a successful performance on this New 
York State Exam. 

0241 UNITED STATES HISTORY &  
         GOVERNMENT REGENTS 
(1 Year -1 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of 10th grade 
Global History or the Global History 9 & 10 course 
This is a survey course in the history of the United 
States. The emphasis will be on the government of 
the U.S. and the Constitutional foundations. Con-
stitutional and legal issues will be explored in 
depth, as will be the problems of our industrial so-
ciety in an increasingly complex and technology- 
oriented world. The essential question: ñWhat is 
the American Dream and have we fulfilled it as a 
nation?ò is central to the course and allows for in-
terdisciplinary connections with the curriculum in 
English 11. The United States History and Govern-
ment Regents will be the final exam in the course.  
 
0220 ADVANCED PLACEMENT US HISTORY  
(1 Year -1 Credit C)                 5 per. week  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of AP Euro-
pean History. 
The Advanced Placement course in American His-
tory is designed to give interested and able stu-
dents the opportunity to study American history in 
depth. A college textbook is used to provide the 
background necessary for the student. In addition, 
the student is required to examine primary and 
secondary documents, as well as conflicting inter-
pretations of history. A full length, AP-style mid-
term is administered in January. Students must sit 
for the Advanced Placement United States and 
Government examination which affords the oppor-
tunity to receive college credit with a qualifying 
mark. Students will also be required to take the 
United States History and Government Regents as 
their final exam in the course. A summer reading 
assignment is strongly encouraged. 
 
0235 UNITED STATES HISTORY & 
GOVERNMENT 11 AIS 
(1 Year -0 Credit G)              5 per. weekly  
This course focuses on instruction in reading, vo-
cabulary development, and writing in the Social 
Studies context. It is designed for students whose 
skills require strengthening in order to meet the 
requirements of the new State assessments. This 
class is in addition to regularly scheduled Social 
Studies classes. 
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9911 APPLIED US HISTORY & GOVERNMENT  
(1/2 year -1/2 Credit N)   5 Per. weekly  
This course is designed to assist students who 
were unsuccessful in their initial attempt(s) to earn 
a passing grade on the US History & Government 
Regents. This course will concentrate on reviewing 
the curriculum, Social Studies skills and writing 
skills necessary for a successful performance on 
this New York State Exam. 
 
12TH GRADE SOCIAL STUDIES:  
Students must take a 1/2 credit of Economics 
and a ½ credit of Participation in Government, 
both are required for graduation.  
 
0214 ECONOMICS 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)              5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grade 12 Only Fall and Spring  
Semesters  
This course will introduce the basic concepts of 
economic theory to all students. Areas of study in-
clude: Introduction to Economics and Economic 
Systems; elements of the Economy 
(Microeconomics); understanding the natural econ-
omy (Macroeconomics); and issues in the US and 
World Economies. A final exam and several ñreal-
worldò projects are part of this course. This course 
satisfies the 1/2 credit senior mandated require-
ment in Economics. 
 
0238 ADVANCED PLACEMENT  
MACROECONOMICS 
(1 Year -1/2 Credit C)       Alternating Days  
Offered to: Grade 12 only  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of AP U.S. 
History. 
This course includes an introduction to Economic 
Theory, and the course studies Business Structure 
and economics at the individual and societal level. 
It is for all college-bound seniors with special inter-
est in Business, Accounting, Finance, Banking and 
Prelaw. Students who enroll in this course must 
also meet one semester requirement in Participa-
tion in Government and must also take the Ad-
vanced Placement Exam in Microeconomics in the 
Spring of that school year. It is highly recom-
mended that a student be proficient in mathemati-
cal computations to understand the underlying 
economic principles that are inherit in this course. 
This course satisfies the 1/2 credit senior man-
dated requirement in Economics. 
 
 
 

0212 PARTICIPATION IN GOVERNMENT 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grade 12 Only Fall and Spring  
Semesters  
This course focuses on the formation of effective 
public policy. Students are taught skills of decision 
making and problem solving in the context of 
evaluating real issues confronting the communities 
in which the students live. Central to this course is 
the manner in which decisions are arrived through 
involvement of individuals as participating citizens. 
Another area studied is how citizen influence can 
be used in policy making at various levels of gov-
ernment. Emphasis will be on real-world issues 
that are in line with content standards and course 
assessments. Students are required to participate 
in government on the local level by attending and 
summarizing local government meetings. This 
course satisfies the 1/2 credit senior mandated 
requirement in Participation in Government. 
 
0215 ADVANCED PLACEMENT GOVERNMENT 
& POLITICS 
(1 Year -1/2 Credit C)                 Alternating Days  
Offered to: Grade 12 Only  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of AP U.S. 
History. 
AP Government and Politics examines the follow-
ing six major areas of study: Constitutional influ-
ences on the U.S. Government, political beliefs 
and behavior; the functioning of political parties, 
the rules of the three branches of the U.S. Govern-
ment, public policy, and civil liberties and civil 
rights. This course offers students an opportunity 
to achieve college credit and study politics on a 
more challenging level. Students must sit for the 
AP Exam on Government and Politics. This course 
does not exempt a student from taking the N.Y.S. 
mandated course in Economics. 
 
ELECTIVES 
0213 AP PSYCHOLOGY 
(1 Year -1 Credit C) 5 per. Weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of AP Euro-
pean History or United States History 11 Regents. 
This course is the equivalent of an entry level col-
lege Psychology course. Students must sit for the 
Advanced Placement Psychology exam adminis-
tered by the College Board in May. Colleges have 
the option of awarding college credit based on the 
studentôs AP exam grade. 
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0222 ADVANCED PLACEMENT EUROPEAN  
          HISTORY 
(1 Year -1 Credit c)    5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of United 
States History 11 Regents. 
The Advanced Placement course in World History 
is designed to give interested and able students 
the opportunity to study history in depth. A college 
textbook is used to provide the background neces-
sary for the student. In addition, the student is re-
quired to examine primary and secondary source 
documents, and explore trends over time and 
place, as well as conflicting interpretations of his-
tory. A full length, AP-style midterm is administered 
in January. Students must sit for the Advanced 
Placement European History exam. A summer 
reading assignment is strongly encouraged. 
 
0217 CRIMINAL JUSTICE  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
 
0246 CRIMINAL JUSTICE  
(1 Year -1/2 Credit R)       Alternating Days  
Offered to: Grades: 11 -12 only  
This course focuses on the law and criminal justice 
system in the United States. It analyzes the impact 
of our legal system on our lives, and how the 
courts deal with crime and punishment. 
 
0218 PSYCHOLOGY 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 only  
This course is a basic introduction to Psychology, 
covering such areas as personality, learning, devi-
ance, and various psychological theories. 
 
0228 CONSTITUTIONAL LAW  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades: 11 -12 only  
This course will focus on contemporary criminal 
and civil legal issues related to the Constitution. 
Case studies relevant to the students, and mock 
trials will highlight this course. 
 
ABNORMAL PSYCHOLOGY l  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 only  
This course will focus on specific abnormal and 
psychotic behaviors, such as: schizophrenia, de-
pression, multiple personalities, eating, anxiety and 
childhood disorders. 
 
 
 

0230 ABNORMAL PSYCHOLOGY ll  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades 11 -12 only  
Prerequisite: Abnormal Psychology 1 or permis-
sion of instructor 
This course will focus on anxiety, mood, social, 
psychotic and developmental disorders: as well as 
mental health and the law. Topic will include: pho-
bias, depression, dementia, alcoholism, sexual 
and gender identity, and criminal responsibility. 
 
0250 IMPACT OF SPORTS IN HISTORY 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)       Alternating Days  
Offered to: Grades: 11 -12 only  
This course will provide students with an overall 
view of the impact of sports throughout history, 
beginning with the emergence of the Olympics in 
Greece and continuing through the 21st century. 
Focus topics will include discrimination in sports, 
Title IX cases, the economics of sports among oth-
ers. Various source materials would include docu-
mentaries, Internet research, print materials. Stu-
dents will engage in research projects, discussion 
and debate on the focus topics. 
 
0244 HISTORY THROUGH MULTIMEDIA 
WORLD 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)             5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades: 10 -11-12 only  
This course will focus on the study of various his-
torical events, eras, issues, and personalities in 
World History as depicted through the film and lit-
erature of the twentieth and twenty-first centuries. 
Students will be required to give critical reviews of 
the medium presented, based on their knowledge 
of the historical period involved. 
 
0245 HISTORY THROUGH MULTIMEDIA - US 
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit R)            5 per. weekly  
Offered to: Grades: 11 & 12  
This course will focus on the study of various his-
torical events, eras, issues, and personalities in 
United States History as depicted through the film 
and literature of the twentieth and twenty-first cen-
turies. Students will be required to give critical re-
views of the medium presented, based on their 
knowledge of the historical period involved. 
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1038 COMPUTER AIDED DESIGN &  
         DRAWING II (CADD II)  
(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)        5 per. weekly  
Prerequisite: CADD l Students will continue to 
learn AutoCAD LT 2000 and be introduced to 
Solid Works. Solid Works is a 3D CAD program 
with animation capabilities 
 
1013 ARCHITECTURAL DRAWING  
(1 Year -1 Credit NR)          5 per. weekly  
Students will learn how to use AutoCAD Lt to 
draw floor plans, elevations and architectural de-
tails. Basic residential wood frame construction 
will be reviewed through drawings and model 
construction.

(1/2 Year -1/2 Credit NR)          5 per. weekly  
Students will learn how to use woodworking 
power equipment, i.e.: arm saw, table saw, 
jointer, drill press, planner, and lathe. In addition, 
students will learn various wood working and 
wood turning skills and techniques by designing 
and building individual items, i.e.:CD racks, tro-
phy case, clocks and an Adirondack Chair. 
 
1033 PRINCIPLES OF ENGINEERING 
(1 Year -1 Credit NR)                    5 per. weekly  
Offered to Grades 10 -11-12 
If the student wishes to pursue a career in the 
Engineering field this class is a good introduc-
tion. It approaches the subject matter as an En-
gineer would and the ñhands-onò projects consist 
of case studies dealing with automobile safety, 
energy, ergonomics and robotics. The class 
should be considered a ñhand-onò physics class. 
This  course can be used as the third year 
(credit) for Math or  Science toward gradua-
tion.

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DEPARTMENT OBJECTIVES : World Languages 
are increasingly important in our shrinking world. 
Not only are they useful in a variety of career 
fields, but also help to break down barriers in com-
munication. In todayôs multi-ethnic society, it is 
more important than ever to be able to converse 
with those who do not speak our own language. 
The study of languages other than English pro-
motes a better understanding of ourselves and the 
world in which we live. 
 
The Foreign Language study starts in grade seven 
in French, Italian and Spanish. Students receive 
one unit of credit upon successful completion of 
Checkpoint A in grade eight, after taking and pass-
ing the New York State Proficiency Examination. 
At the high school level, the Foreign Language De-
partment offers programs in French, Italian and 
Spanish. Students who wish to obtain a Regents 
Diploma with an Advanced Designation must com-
plete a three-year Foreign Language sequence

ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE 

This state and federally mandated program, provides intensive English language skills to non-English 
speaking students, using ESL methodologies and learning strategies. The ESL teachers incorporate all 
of the language arts modalities which consist of: listening, speaking, reading and writing. These classes 
not only teach English Language Arts, but also teach English through the content area. Students in this 
program must take the NYSESLAT, which is administered in April and May of each year. This examina-
tion is used to test a studentôs English language learning progress and also provides information con-
cerning the students English language proficiency level. The only method in which a child may exit from 
the ESL program, is by testing at the proficient level on the NYSESLAT. The number of ESL classes a 
student receives, is determined by his/her placement level as provided by either the LAB-R or 
NYSESLAT. Students may receive one, two or up to three ESL courses at the high school level. Stu-
dents will receive one high school credit in English for this course. 
 
Initial Identification and Placement  
 
Newly-registered students, who have indicated that a language other than English is spoken at home on 
their Home Language Questionnaire (HLQ), shall be screened by an ESL teacher. The initial screening 
consists of an informal interview and the administration of the New York State LAB-R examination. The 
test is used only once, at the time of registration in any school district in New York State. After this, the 
ELLs will be tested for English language development using the NYSESLAT. 
 
The different levels of English language development as per the NYSESLAT are:  

  Beginning, Intermediate, Advanced and Proficient.  
 
In order to be placed at a level, ELLs must score the same on the L&S (Listening and Speaking) and 
R&W (Reading and Writing) sections of the NYSESALT. If the student scores differently at these two lev-
els, they will be placed at the level where they scored the lowest. The NYSESLAT must be taken each 
year until the student tests proficient.

Deer Park High School offers to its students an opportunity to attend the Lewis A. Wilson Technological 
Center for occupational training in specific areas of interest. The purpose of occupational education is to 
provide learning experiences in which all students become aware of a broad spectrum of occupations, 
and develop skills that are adaptable to personal and career roles and for entry into employment and/or 
postsecondary studies.  
 
This training could cost a student many thousands of dollars at a private school. Deer Park pays supple-
mental tuition to Western Suffolk BOCES over and above the normal costs of educating a student in the 
high school. Once  a student graduates high school with a diploma, she/he may continue at the 
familyôs expense.  
 
Those students approved for such training must meet the criteria of career goal choice, aptitude and at-
tendance record. They must be committed to a longer school day in order to be able to fulfill all gradua-
tion requirements and must accept either A.M. or P.M. session at Wilson Tech. Session selection is 
made by Wilson Tech. and is based solely upon scheduling priorities and course availability at Wilson 
Tech.  
 
The choice of a Wilson Tech. commitment can be most influential upon the youngsterôs life and should 
not be made without deep thought and consideration of the alternatives. Student may earn either a Re-
gents or local diploma. It is the responsibility of both students and their parents to investigate their op-
tions carefully before making this decision.  
 
To assist you in this decision making process, the High School Guidance & Counseling Center will spon-
sor a special assembly to acquaint all sophomores with opportunities at Wilson Tech. A parent informa-
tion night is also scheduled early in the Spring at Wilson Tech. The application deadline is February 28, 
2009. The areas of study offered at Wilson Tech. are listed below. Generally, the two year courses are 
four credits each year. One year programs are designated (*). 
 
NOTE: Seniors continuing in 2 year programs after graduation will be responsible for all tuition 
charges.
